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FAMOUS? OR FAITHFUL?  

And will not God bring about jus-

tice for his chosen ones, who cry 

out to him day and night? Will he 

keep putting them off?  I tell you, 

he will see that they get justice, and 

quickly. However, when the Son of 

Man comes, will he find faith on 

the earth?"     Luke 18:7-9(NIV) 

Jesus is telling a great story in 

Luke 18.  (If you havenôt read the 

story in awhile, read it!  It is a 

great story!).  The point of the 

story is faithfulness and determi-

nation when it comes to disciple-

ship.  The setting of the story is a 

widow with a need facing a judge 

who seems to care little about her 

need.  The teaching of the story is 

that persistence and determina-

tion are powerful Kingdom quali-

ties, and that God is ultimately 

faithful.  It is a great and impor-

tant story! At the end of the story 

is the punch line: 

When the Son of Man comes, 

will He find faith on the earth?  

Of all the questions Jesus could 

have asked, He asked about faith.  

It is interesting that we like to ask 

religious questions about works 

and performance.  óHow many 

people have you witnessed to?ô  

óHow big is your church?ô  óHow 

much scripture have you memo-

rized?ô  Etc., etc, etc...  Jesus 

could have asked a question like 

one of those:  óWill I find that 

you have achieved what I ex-

pected of you?ô  Or, óWill I find 

that you have overcome all sin 

and weakness?ô  Or, óWill I find 

that you have accomplished great 

spiritual exploits? ô But this is not 

the Jesus we know and love.  

Jesus does not ask performance 

questions.  Jesus asks questions 

of the heart.  Not, óWill I find 

human accomplishment?ô, but, 

óWill I find faith?ô; Not, óWill 

everybody be behaving prop-

erly?ô, but, óWill I find faith?ô.   

The Kingdom of God, from the 

point of view of scripture and of 

Jesus is neither a profession to be 

practiced, nor a religion to be                      

do not need a new ruler every 

year. Sometimes they become ob-

sessed with getting "new every-
